Hospitality after Mass Ministry provides finger food and 
refreshments after weekend liturgies so that parishioners and 
guests can meet and visit with one another.   
 
The ministry has grown to over 120 active members including 
youth. Schedules are published for one full year and each 
member serves 12 times a year on the same week once per 
month. There are also bakers needed for each team. These 
members bring food once per month but do not help with set 
up and serving.   
 
Iõm Jane Herbert and I joined the ministry as a Team Member 
when we joined the parish in õ07 and I have been the Coordinator 
since the beginning of ô08. When we first starting coming to 
St. Anne, I immediately noticed that people didnõt leave at 
communion as they did at my previous parish. But rather people 
stayed well after mass was ended. The hospitality encour-
aged me to stop and talk with other parishioners and meet 
new people.   
 
I have always been amazed at the wide variety of food that 
is provided by the ministry members. I like to bake, so I 
thought it would be a good ministry to get involved in. I have 
met so many new people through my involvement in this ministry. 
 
We welcome new team members at any time. This is the second 
year we have enough team members to provide hospitality 
after all masses and hope to continue well into the future.
