2010 - 2011

Confirmation is a sacrament, part of the initiation cycle of the Church, and,
as such, it celebrates and ritualizes the presence of God in our lives.

Confirmation is a time to celebrate the richness and blessings of God’s
grace. It is an acknowledgement that we need and desire the gifts and
power of God - the gifts of the Holy Spirit — to live as followers of Christ in
our world.

Our process leading to Confirmation is multi-faceted. Those who hope to be
confirmed are asked to enter into a year-long journey of conversion and
conversation. Some of the more significant elements of this process are:

e A personal journey to grow closer to God through prayer and reflection

e A companion journey in which a candidate and sponsor will share life
and faith

e A peer journey in which candidates will work, pray, and play together

e A communal journey in which the candidates are supported by and
contribute to our community of faith.



In the course of this process candidates will be asked to do the following:
e Set aside time to pray and to reflect upon the Word and wonder of God
Embrace the prayer life of the community
Participate in small group sessions of prayer and faith reflection
Enter into a faith dialogue with a sponsor/mentor
Engage in service to the church and community
Experience a time away in retreat
Request the Sacrament of Confirmation from the bishop

The Process
The preparation process of Confirmation requires three steps:

1. Basic Registration

Register for the Confirmation process with the parish no later than
September 15th. The Confirmation process is open to all parish youth who
are in junior or senior year of high school. Students in Catholic school are
expected to participate fully in the parish Confirmation process.

All candidates are expected to have completed at least one prior
year of high school faith formation.

As part of the registration process, you will provide a copy of your baptismal
record.

2. Participation

First, the Candidate will regularly participate in the prayer life of the
community. The Candidate will also strive to develop a deeper relationship
with Jesus Christ. As part of the Confirmation process, the Candidate will
attend and participate in scheduled activities and meetings, participate in the
complete Confirmation Retreat, and will foster or continue an on-going
service to the parish and/or community.

3. Develop a Sponsor Relationship
After prayer and reflection ask someone you respect and with whom you can
share your thoughts to be your sponsor.

Sponsors must be confirmed and practicing Catholics. Your parents cannot
be your sponsor. Sponsors will be expected to meet with you at least three
times during the process (more would be better), to participate in the
scheduled Candidate/Sponsor evenings, and to be present for the
Confirmation rituals and liturgies.
