Catechesis of the Good Shepherd was begun in Rome over fifty years ago by
Sofia Cavalletti and her Montessori collaborator,
Gianna Gobbi, as a method of passing on critical Christian teachings within
the Montessori model of child-centered formation. Catechesis of the Good
Shepherd can be found in twenty-nine countries around the world.

Through the Catechesis of the Good Shepherd, we provide children
with the opportunity to enter into the life of the Good Shepherd and the
People of God. This is an invitation to enroll your child in the
Catechesis of the Good Shepherd this year.

In the Catechesis of the Good Shepherd adults and children share faith
together. Participants meet in a specially prepared room called the Atrium,
the ancient name of the place near the church where early Christians
prepared to enter more fully into the community of faith. A slow-paced
program of presentations, individual work, song and art leads the child to
the possibility of an inner experience of the essence of the Christian faith.



It also makes this program accessible to all children.
We call our activities “work” because we want these activities to be taken
seriously, yet we recognize that in many ways this work is a way of rejoicing
and playing in the spirit.

Becoming involved with the Catechesis of the Good Shepherd can be a

transforming experience for the whole community.

The smallest child to the wisest elder each has a place in the Atrium.
Parishioners help to make materials for our Atrium and we can always use
help with sewing, woodworking, and painting from craftspeople and artists

in our parish.

In the Atrium, the environment is designated solely for the purpose of
drawing closer to God and to each other. The furniture, the materials, the
atmosphere is like a retreat space for children. The smallest children have
the greatest capacity for praying using all of their hearts, minds, hands and
active energy. It is a place filled with silence and with the joyful noises of

recognizing the goodness of God.
